 The Committee first formed in September of 
2007.  Council endorsed the Committee as of January 1, 
2008, for the purpose of providing meaningful input in 
the form of recommendations for Council’s decision 
making process affecting the relocation of the Mill Street 
Ball Diamond and associated PERC ground develop-
ment. 
 

 The Committee reviewed the existing needs at 
the Arand Field and the needs associated with relocating 
the Mill Street Diamond to the PERC site. In addition, 
the Committee reviewed the needs for development of a 
play structure and soccer pitch at PERC site. A proposal 
was made to Council on April 15, 2008. The proposal 
includes a two phase plan. 
 

 Phase I  - Upgrades to Arand Diamond. 
 Phase II – Construction of new diamond, soccer 
pitch and play structure on the PERC site.  
 

 Council agreed to providing the Committee with 
a loan to complete the upgrades to Arand Diamond – 
Phase I, which were completed in 2008. The Commit-
tee has raised $26,091.02 to date through donations from 
user groups and fundraising initiatives.  
 

 In the spring of 2009, the Federal and Provincial 
government announced the Recreational Infrastructure 
Canada (RInC) Program. The Township of Perth East 
applied for funding for Phase II of the Committee’s 
plan. The Township was successful in securing $267,667 
– 2/3 of the project budget.   
 

 The Committee is excited to report that a new 
play structure is scheduled to be completed by mid    
October 2009 and that construction of the Sports Fields 
will begin in the Fall of 2009 with completion scheduled 
for late Spring 2010. Fundraising initiatives will take 
place in the next year to raise funds for the balance of the 
project.
